The E2810 Switch Series consists of two switches: the
24-port HP E2810-24G Switch with 20
10/100/1000 ports, and the 48-port HP E2810-48G
Switch with 44 10/100/1000 ports. Each switch also
has four dual-personality ports for RJ-45
10/100/1000 or mini-GBIC fiber Gigabit
connectivity. Ideal for high-performance and secure
10/100/1000 connectivity, the E2810 Switch Series
offers access security and advanced prioritization and
traffic-monitoring capabilities. The E2810 Switch
Series is cost-effective and easy to use, with a shallow,
1U form factor that provides operational flexibility for
use in smaller wiring closets.

– MAC-based authentication: client is
authenticated with the RADIUS server based on
the client's MAC address

• Multiple IEEE 802.1X users per port: provides
authentication of up to two IEEE 802.1X users per
port; prevents user "piggybacking" on another
user's IEEE 802.1X authentication

• STP BPDU port protection: blocks Bridge
Protocol Data Units (BPDUs) on ports that do not
require BPDUs, preventing forged BPDU attacks

• Secure File Transfer Protocol (FTP): allows
secure file transfer to and from the switch; protects
against unwanted file downloads or unauthorized
copying of switch configuration file

• RADIUS/TACACS+: eases switch management
security administration by using a password
authentication server
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• Source-port filtering: allows only specified ports
to communicate with each other

• Secure Shell (SSHv2): encrypts all transmitted
data for secure, remote command-line interface (CLI)
access over IP networks

• Secure Sockets Layer (SSL): encrypts all HTTP
traffic, allowing secure access to the browser-based
management GUI in the switch

locator LED on a specific switch to either turn on,
blink, or turn off; simplifies troubleshooting by
making it easy to locate a particular switch within a
rack of similar switches

network problems automatically, then informs
administrator
